Performance Review of AY 2010-11 and Budgeting for AY 2011-12

1.0 Performance Review
Board Examination Result
1.1 The school has secured 97% result in the annual Board Examination. Out of 33 students who have appeared for the tenth class board examination 32 have passed with 5 students securing more than 75% of marks.

Since last five years the school result has consistently improved; in fact it has been much better than the overall state’s performance. This year the overall pass percentage for the state is only 62.9%.

This year we have made residential arrangement for all the 33 students who were appearing in the tenth class examination for almost three months in the school premises so that they can concentrate on their studies away from the usual disturbances of their home.

Enrolment in Higher Education 

1.2 Although our school is till tenth class we do not stop at that. One of our objectives is to ensure that students passing out from our school also pursue higher education. We try to convince the students as well as their parents in whatever ways possible as a result of which in last 2-3 years almost 70% of the students who have passed their Board examination from our school are pursuing their higher education.  Every year almost 15-20% of the students are joining Nursing, ITI, Diploma and other vocational courses. This year one of our students has got employment in Railways as loco-pilot while another student has joined in the Agricultural Department of the state government. It is expected that this trend will continue in the future. 

Increasing Strength of the School

1.3 The strength of the school has consistently increased in last five years. The reason simply being higher enrolment in class eighth and lower drop outs in class ninth and tenth. We have already enrolled 61 students for this academic year.

Quality of Teaching

1.4 The school result is a testimony to the quality of teaching. We have taken several initiatives this year to further the quality of teaching. Some of the important ones are mentioned below:

· Every Teacher prepares monthly and weekly class plan takes feedback from headmaster and other teachers and teaches accordingly
· Subject-wise Monthly Class Test, Compulsory Home Assignments
· Special Focus on English and Mathematics; Tutorial Classes in Small Groups to clarify the doubts
· Residential facilities for tenth class students for 2-3 months prior to Board Examination

The above initiatives are significant in nature given the fact that the average salary of a teacher in our school is meager Rs. 2000 per month.


Other Initiatives Taken

1.5 We are providing school uniform and textbooks to the needy students completely free of cost. Some of these students definitely need this support given their poor economic conditions; in addition it also acts as a good motivating factor for the students as well as parents. 

· Distributed school uniform and textbooks (set of 12 books) to 56 students in academic year 2009-10 
· Distributed school uniform and textbooks (set of 12 books) to 52 students in academic year 2010-11 

1.6 We are providing the following extra-curricular activities on a regular basis. Although we have few more plans but kept all of those in abeyance due to fund constraints.

· Painting and Music classes are being conducted in the School every Sunday. We have arranged teachers from Bhubaneswar for the same.
· Competition at Block Level & Annual Function: Every year we conduct different extra-curricular competitions amongst 12 schools in the entire block and distribute prizes during our annual function. We celebrate our school annual day on 26th December every year with cultural activities being performed by our students before the village community at large.

1.7 From last year we have started organizing a free health check up camp for the students and their parents. The main objective of this camp is prevention of illness as well promotion of health and well being of the students. Last year we managed to tie up with a private clinic at Bhubaneswar namely ‘Kar Clinic and Hospital’ to organize the health camp free of cost. We only had to bear the cost of medicines and other materials used during the camp. 

Way Forward

1.8 The school has already been recognized by the State Government. We are fulfilling all the criteria as fixed by the Government; moreover it is the only girl’s high school in the entire block. Therefore we are hopeful that the State Government will provide us the block grant (Teacher and Staff Salary) under the provisions of Orissa Education Act. We are expecting it to come sometime in next academic session; however there is also a likelihood that the State Government may hold it and announce it just before the next assembly elections.

1.9 Notwithstanding the Government decision we have our own plans to further improve our school and through it contribute to the society. As shown above the strength has increased in last 2-3 years; however the infrastructure or the facilities have not improved. We need the following infrastructure or facilities to be in place.

· New Class room and other accessories viz. Blackboard and Furniture
· Hobby Room with the following facilities
· Musical Instruments
· Sports Equipments
· Library Facilities (Bakul Foundation has agreed to provide 700 odd books)
· Scientific Instruments
· Computer Lab

1.10 There is still a good percentage of students who drop out every year although the rate has reduced in recent years. The primary reason behind such drop outs being financial constraints we need some additional fund for providing scholarship and assistance to at least good students for continuing their education.
